
Website Resources on Climate Impacts and Struggles for Real Solutions:
· People’s World Conference on Climate Change and Mother Earth Rights: This is the official website of the Cochabamba summit, and includes not only the text of the People’s Agreement and the Declaration of the Rights of Mother Earth (translated into multiple languages), but also the fuller statements of 17 working groups, more recent press releases, and info on the UN process. http://pwccc.wordpress.com/ 
· Indigenous Environmental Network: A leader in GGJ’s Global Well-Being Working Group, IEN has lots of great resources on its website.  A few on its climate justice page include the popular REDD booklet (explaining the fundamental problems with the “Reducing Emissions through Deforestation and forest Degradation” carbon offset program) and “The Carbon Supermarket: Your Future for Sale” – both are available for download at http://www.ienearth.org/climatejustice.html (in addition to lots of other great info and resources on the problem with carbon markets and the science of climate disruption).
· Environmental Justice & the Green Economy:  This is a recent report compiled by our allies at ACE (Alternatives for Community & Environment, in Boston). · REDD-Monitor: The website emerged from discussions between NGO networks in Europe and the South, who felt the need to share information about the way REDD is developing. REDD-Monitor critically analyses the problems related to REDD and “avoided deforestation”. In doing so, REDD-Monitor hopes to help facilitate a public discussion about REDD. · IPCC (Intergovernmental Panel on Climate Change): The “assessment reports” from this group of thousands of scientists from around the world has been accepted by scientists and governments worldwide on the causes and impacts of climate change (this is what people mean by a “scientific consensus” – which can be helpful when going up against “climate skeptics” funded by the fossil fuel industry). · United Nations Framework Convention on Climate Change (UNFCCC): This is an official United Nations “convention” which was adopted during the 1992 Rio “Earth Summit.”  It’s an “international treaty that sets general goals and rules for confronting climate change,” and each annual “Conference of the Parties” (climate negotiation meeting) takes place under this body.  The website is a good place to get the official UN word on the status of climate negotiations (for example, right now there is a meeting in China in preparation for Cancun, and you can access live webcasts of the different plenaries, press releases and other info on the Cancun negotiations, etc.). http://unfccc.int/2860.php
